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Dear Parents and Guardians,

We are excited to share the 2026–2027 Halifax Christian School calendar as we prepare for 
another year of academic, spiritual, and personal growth. This calendar was carefully designed to 
support student learning while also providing families with a clear overview of important dates 
and events throughout the school year.

Due to Labor Day falling later than usual this year, the school year will begin in August. This 
adjustment allows us to maintain our academic schedule, avoid a later dismissal in June, and still 
observe the Labor Day holiday. 

You will notice that the calendar and accompanying PACE guide are color coded by quarter to 
help families easily track grading periods and student pacing goals. While students may progress 
at different rates, these guides are intended to help families better support student progress 
throughout the year.
Students will also focus on a quarterly Scripture passage during morning assembly:

• Quarter 1 — Matthew 6:9–13 (The Lord’s Prayer) 
• Quarter 2 — Psalm 23:1–6 (The 23rd Psalm) 
• Quarter 3 — Matthew 5:3–12 (The Beatitudes) 
• Quarter 4 — Ephesians 6:13–17 (The Armor of God)

Several Remote Instructional Days have also been included throughout the year. These are 
official instructional days in which students will complete assigned work from home. These days 
help support continued academic progress while also ensuring Halifax Christian School meets 
the instructional hour requirements established by the Virginia Department of Education.

You will also notice the term “Extended Learning Session” (ESY), which is the updated name 
for Summer School. This session provides additional opportunities for academic support, work 
completion, and continued progress.

While every effort has been made to provide an accurate calendar, adjustments may occasionally 
be necessary throughout the school year due to instructional needs, weather, or unforeseen 
circumstances. We will make every effort to communicate changes clearly and follow the 
provided schedule as closely as possible.
